第一节（共15小题；每小题2分，满分30分）
阅读下列短文，从题中所给的四个选项（A、B、C和D）中，选出最佳选项，并在答题卡上将该项涂黑。
A
【答案】21 — 23 ABD
【话题】文娱与体育
【解析】本文是一篇说明文，介绍了几位著名篮球运动员绰号的由来及其相关情况。
21. A 细节理解题．在介绍他的这部分Interestingly, his nickname originated off the court：he was named after his father, "Big Tiny"．这个句子告诉我们他的绰号是以他父亲命名的，和篮球没有关系，故选A．
22. B 细节理解题．根据He was also famous for keeping his cool in every game，playing in a relaxed way under pressure．可知，每场比赛中他都保持冷静，为此出名，故选B．
23. D 主旨大意题．根据全文以及小标题"Tiny"、"Magic"可知，主要介绍这个运动员绰号的由来，故选D．
B
【答案】24 — 27 CBAC  
【话题】社会历史类 

【解析】本文是一篇说明文，介绍了中国的传统乐器古筝的历史、发展和种类。
24. C推理判断题．根据第一段中的“It is the parent of many musical instruments of some other countries.“可推断出许多其他国家的乐器和古筝有联系，故选C。
25. B推理判断题．根据第二段中的“The guzheng's strings were formerly made of silk, though most players used metal strings by the 20th century. Since the mid-20th century most performers use steel strings.”可推断出人们用丝绸、金属做琴弦，后来用钢，并没有提到用木头做琴弦，所以选B。
26. A词义猜测题．根据第三段中的“There were as few as 6 to as many as 23 strings during the Tang dynasty.“可推断出The number of strings on the guzheng has always fluctuated.的意思是古筝琴弦的数量一直在改变，故选A。
27. C细节理解题．根据第三段中的"The 21—string guzheng is the most commonly used one, but some traditional musicians still use the 16—string one.” 可知并不是所有的音乐家都用21弦古筝，故选C。
C
【答案】28 — 31 DBAB  
【考点】科普环保类，自然地理类
【解析】本文是一篇说明文，介绍了位于约旦和以色列交界处的死海，是世界上最深的咸水湖、最咸的湖，这里的水位正在以惊人的速度下降。
28. D细节理解题．根据第四段中的“But around the 1960s, some of the water sources it relied on were diverted(使改道).”可知然而，上世纪60年代，死海赖以生存的部分流域被改道，这是死海萎缩的原因之一，排除A；根据第五段中的“Mineral extraction(开采) industries are another main reason the water levels are falling, experts say. The Dead Sea's minerals have been used as medicine and can often be found in cosmetics(化妆品) and other consumer products.”可知专家表示，矿物开采是死海水位下降又一主因。死海中富含的矿物因其良好的疗效而受到欢迎，常被添加在护肤品以及其它消费品上，排除B；根据第六段“And then, of course, there's the Middle East's hot, dry climate, which makes it difficult for the lake to replenish itself.”可知中东炎热的天气，干燥的气候，也使得死海很难能够重新积蓄水分，故排除C，故答案选D。
29. B推理判断题．根据第五段中的“Mineral extraction(开采) industries are another main reason the water levels are falling, experts say. The Dead Sea's minerals have been used as medicine and can often be found in cosmetics(化妆品) and other consumer products.”可知专家表示，矿物开采是死海水位下降又一主因。死海中富含的矿物因其良好的疗效而受到欢迎，常被添加在护肤品以及其它消费品上。由此推断出死海的矿物质有实用价值，故选B。
30. A词义猜测题．上文提到了死海萎缩的几个原因，所以这里意思是此外，中东炎热的天气，干燥的气候，也使得死海很难能够重新积蓄水分。“replenish”的意思是再加满，故选A。
31. B主旨大意题．纵观全文可知，本文主要讲了死海，位于约旦和以色列交界，它是世界上最深的咸水湖、最咸的湖，这里的水位正在以惊人的速度下降，故选B。
D
【答案】32 — 35 DCDC
【考点】人物故事类 
【解析】本文是一篇记叙文。作者与室友生活习惯迥异，冲突在所难免。在室友遭遇悲痛之时，作者以实际行动表达自己的同情，从而达成和好。作者从中懂得一个道理：让步、整理房间和坚持是处理室友关系的关键。
32. 推理判断题．根据第一段Each of her objects had its place, but mine always hid somewhere. She even labeled everything. I always looked for everything. Over time，Kate got neater and I got messier. She would push my dirty clothing over, and I would lay my books on her tidy desk. So we both got tired of each other.等内容可知，作者列举了与室友在日常习惯上的种种差异，故选D。
33. 细节理解题．根据第二段I heard her screaming.“Take your shoes away! Why under my bed!” Deafened, I saw my shoes flying at me.可知，室友生气是因为作者乱丢乱放的鞋子，故选C。
34. 推理判断题．根据第四段All of a sudden, a warm feeling of sympathy rose up in my heart.可知，作者整理房间是出于对室友悲伤的同情而表达自己的关切，故选D。
35. 主旨大意题．文章最后一段we learned the key to living together: giving in, cleaning up and holding on.可知，作者表达了自己叙述这个故事的意图：就是懂得了与室友相处的关键，故选C。

【解析】本文是一篇说明文，介绍了如何为入学第一天做好准备。

41. C。根据第一句以及本空后面的“as they were wealthy and had no problems”可知这个王国的人们很快乐，因此选C。

43. D。由上文“talk to his people”可知此处应选 D。
44. B。前文提到国王徒步去访问遥远的地方，后文说他很高兴参观了这么多地方，因此此处应为“返回到宫殿中”，选B。
45. C。上一句说的是国王很高兴参观了这么多地方，此句说的是感觉到疼痛，两句为转折关系，故选C。
46. B。根据此空的后半句“因为这是他第一次徒步长途旅行”可以推出此处应为：他感到脚很痛，因此选B。
47. D。因为国王脚很痛，所以此处应为“向大臣们抱怨到”，选D。shout 呼喊；apologize 道歉；explain 解释；complain 抱怨。
48. B。前文提到国王这次长途旅行之后脚很痛，因此此处应为“向大臣们抱怨路不舒服”，同时也和were covered in stones对应，故选B。
49. A。根据后文so that people would feel happier and more comfortable可知国王很为自己的子民着想，下命令给道路做一些改变，因此此处应为“担心自己的子民”，故选A。
50--51. AD。根据第五段“Why do you want to kill so many cows to cover the road with leather?”可知此处应选“cover”，同时可知第51个空应选leather，第53个空应选择killed。
52. B。根据后半句“as thousands of cows would have to be 13 for leather and it would also cost a lot of money”可知国王的这个命令会需要花费很多钱，再结合大臣的身份特点，应选择B，意为“大臣们感到很吃惊”。
53. A。参见第50题。
54. C。根据后文可知这个智者是在向国王建言，提出另一个解决方案，因此应选择C。
55. C。根据此空后面to cover your feet，可知应该是裁剪一块正确形状的皮革来覆盖脚，选C。place 地点，地方；position 位置；order 顺序。
56. D。根据后一句可知国王对智者的这个想法是赞同的，因此应选D，意为“惊叹的”。confused 迷惑的；disappointed 失望的；shocked 震惊的。
57. A。此段是针对上文所讲的故事的议论，国王对道路情况不满，所以下令要把道路都铺上皮革，对应到议论部分应是“不满于、批判周围的环境”，因此选A。
58. D。根据后一句Changes are unavoidable可知此处应选D。
59. B。在故事中国王最后的做法不是改变外界，而是改变了自己，给自己做了皮鞋，因此此处应为“改变应该来自我们自己”。
60. A。根据第59题可知此处应为“我们不能也不应该依赖他人去做改变”，选A。
